Online Pension Calculator for Legacy BellSouth Bargained Employees

To log into your account, visit OneStop from your work computer or, from a computer outside the AT&T network, visit the AT&T Benefits Center web site.

► To log into your account via OneStop from your work computer:

1. Go to the AT&T home page (http:/insider.web.att.com), and click “OneStop.”

2. Go to the “Your Money Matters” section and Click “Pension.”

3. From I Want to ….. Calculate my Pension:, click “AT&T Benefits Center (legacy BellSouth employee and retiree programs).”

4. Log into your account using your AT&T Global login. 

a. If you are a first-time user, click “Register as a New User” and follow the prompts to create your User ID. If you have already registered but have forgotten your User ID, click “I Forgot My User ID” and follow the prompts to reset your ID. 

► To log into your account from a computer outside of the AT&T network:

1. Go to http://resources.hewitt.com/att
2. Log into your account using your User ID. 
If you are a first-time user, click “Register as a New User” and follow the prompts to create your User ID. If you have already registered but have forgotten your User ID, select “I Forgot My User ID” and follow the prompts to reset your ID. 

When you see the AT&T Benefits Center home page, note the My Quick Links section to the right. Click the “AT&T Benefits Center (legacy BellSouth)” link under Pension.

► To model a future pension benefit, click “Project Your Retirement Income.”

► On the Project Your Retirement Income page, choose your projected last day of employment and the date you plan to begin receiving benefits in the Assumptions section:

► If you are also due a Pension Band Benefit as of your projected benefit commencement date, you can toggle to the estimated Pension Band Benefit options by selecting the “Southeast Program Pension Band Benefit” from the “Your Benefit” drop down and clicking ‘Redisplay’ as indicated below.
